AGREEMENT

and

hereinafter referred to as: “the Author” 
with the following content:

Given the fact that:

1. The author will carry out, under the direction of employees from the Department / Unit ... ....................., under the supervision of scientific supervisor / student advisor......................... / , work ........................... .. under the title: ... ............................, hereinafter: " work"; 
2. the work will be performed with the assistance of MUG, as a result of using MUG’s resources, with financial, material, organizational and substantive support of MUG;

3. the work will constitute a piece within the meaning of the Act on Copyright and Neighbouring Rights;

the parties conclude an agreement of the following wording: 
§ 1

1. The author declares that he/she is familiar with the content of the Terms and conditions of managing copyright and neighbouring rights, industrial property rights and rules of commercialization at the Medical University of Gdańsk, and that he/she undertakes to comply with the provisions of these Terms and conditions relating to the Author.

2. The author undertakes, in connection with the implementation of the research topic referred to in the preamble of the agreement, to provide information on the results of scientific research, development work or know-how related to these results to the scientific supervisor / student advisor *, each time after obtaining them.

3. For the proper performance of the obligation, referred to in section 2, the author is obliged in particular to provide MUG with carriers on which the following were: works and technical experience related to the invention, utility models, industrial designs, trademarks, integrated circuit topographies, bred or discovered and derived plant varieties.

4. The University is obliged to maintain confidentiality of information obtained from the Author as a result of fulfilling the obligations set out in sections 2 and 3.

§ 2

1. The author declares that he/she will perform the work himself/herself and will respect the rights of third parties and that the work will not be encumbered with the rights of third parties.

2. In case of a breach by the Author of the obligation set out in section 1, the Author undertakes to repair any damage suffered by MUG or third parties in this respect. In particular, the Author undertakes to pay damages and compensation.
§ 3

1. The author transfers the proprietary copyrights to work in the fields of exploitation specified in Art. 50 of the Act of 4 February 1994 on Copyright and Neighbouring Rights (unified text: Journal of Laws of 2017, item 880, as amended), with no quantitative, temporal or territorial restrictions.

2. The transfer of rights referred to in section 1 will occur after creation of the work by the Author, at the time of accepting the work by MUG. Submitting copies of the work in the appropriate MUG unit is considered as the moment when the work is accepted.

3. Together with the transfer of rights referred to in section 1, the author transfers to MUG the ownership right to copies of the work (carriers) on which the work was recorded.

4. The author transfers to MUG the exclusive right to authorize the exercise of derivative copyright to work.

5. A change in the title of work that may take place after signing the agreement will not affect the effectiveness of the transfer of rights referred to in section 1.

6. MUG will be entitled to use the work, if it will constitute a separate work as well as a fragment of a larger whole.

7. The author retains the author’s moral rights to the work, with the reservation that the right to supervise the way of using the work may be executed by the author, after prior arrangement of the form of supervision with the thesis scientific supervisor / student advisor *.

8. MUG undertakes to use the work in a manner consistent with its intended use and with respect to the author's moral rights.

§ 4

1. The author transfers to MUG proprietary copyrights to obtain a patent for an invention, a protective right for a utility model, a right from registration of an industrial design, protection right for a trademark, rights from registration of topography of an integrated circuit, exclusive rights to a variety that will arise in connection with the creation by the inventor of the invention, utility model, industrial design, trademark, topography of an integrated circuit, bred or discovered and derived plant variety, as a result of the Author's implementation of the research topic referred to in the preamble of the agreement.
2. The transfer of rights referred to in section 1 takes place at the moment of their creation.

3. The author is obliged to provide MUG with all documentation related to the creation of the rights referred to in section. 1, in particular, research papers, descriptions, instructions.

4. The author is obliged to cooperate with MUG in order to obtain by MUG protection of industrial property rights, referred to in section. 1.

5. The author is obliged to refrain from any actions that could constitute an obstacle to obtaining protection of industrial property rights, referred to in section. 1. In particular, the Author is obliged to keep confidential the solution constituting the good of industrial property.
6. The author retains the right to decide on being listed as the inventor of the invention, utility model, industrial design, trademark, topography of the integrated circuit, bred or discovered and derived plant variety, in particular in descriptions, registers, publications.

7. In the case of obtaining the know-how as a result of the Author's implementation of the research topic referred to in the preamble of the agreement, the rights to know-how will be attributable to MUG.

§ 5

1. The author for the transfer of rights referred to in § 3 section 1 and 4 and § 4 section 1 and 7 of the agreement will receive remuneration corresponding to the MUG employee's share in the profits from commercialization made by MUG, the amount of which is set out in § 9 section 8 of the Terms and conditions of managing copyright and neighbouring rights, industrial property rights and rules of commercialization at the Medical University of Gdańsk.
2. A condition for the Author to receive the remuneration referred to in section 1, will be the fact that MUG will gain profits from commercialization of research results, development works or know-how related to these results obtained by the Author in connection with the implementation of the research topic referred to in the preamble of the agreement.

3. In the event that the condition referred to in section 2 shall not be fulfilled, the parties agree that the equivalent of the Author's remuneration for the transfer of rights referred to in § 3 section 1 and 4 and § 4 section 1 and 7 of the agreement will be the assistance of MUG in creating the work provided by the Author using MUG resources, financial, material, organizational and substantive support of MUG, referred to in the preamble of the agreement. The author will not make claims for payment of a separate remuneration for this.
§ 6

1. All changes to this agreement require a written amendment, otherwise they shall be null and void.

2. Any disputes arising in connection with the conclusion, validity or termination of the agreement shall be resolved by the court having jurisdiction over the plaintiff's residence.

3. The addresses of the parties indicated at the beginning are also addresses for deliveries. Double notification of a parcel directed at these addresses will mean its delivery. In the case of a change of address for delivery, each party is obliged to inform the other party about this fact by registered mail under pain of recognition that the delivery to the previous address took place effectively.

4. In matters not covered by this agreement, the provisions of the Terms and conditions of managing copyright and neighbouring rights, industrial property rights and rules of commercialization at the Medical University of Gdańsk and the applicable regulations, in particular the Civil Code (unified text: Journal of Laws of 2017, item 459, as amended), the Act on Copyright and Neighbouring Rights, the Act on Industrial Property Law (unified text: Journal of Laws of 2017, item 776, as amended).

5. The agreement was drawn up in two identical copies, one for each party.

§ 7

1. According to art. 13 of the General Regulation on Personal Data Protection of 27 April 2016 (Journal of Laws UE L 119 of 04/05/2016), I inform that:

7. You have the right to access your data, the right to rectify it, delete it, limit processing, the right to transfer data, the right to raise objections, the right to withdraw consent at any time,

8. You have the right to lodge a complaint with the Office for Personal Data Protection, if it is justified that your personal data is processed by the controller in breach of the general regulation on the protection of personal data of 27 April 2016,

9. Providing personal data is voluntary.
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
